I tiet she re-
joined her beloved Brooking with whom she had b@anried for 70 years. | never look forward to frais,
but some are easier than others. Dolores’s fumnemale of the easier ones, because she livedssloiy and
full life. There is much to celebrate.

Although Dolores’ professional accomplishments dwer46 years as a teacher and principal are man
| wish to focus upon her time as principal at Herdann Elementary School. St. Joseph was 10 yedviad
in terms of desegregation, and Dolores was pickdatiafirst white principal of the all-African Amean
school. Despite the warnings of other white teeshad administrators and the mistrust of somée#ifri-
can American parents who wondered about this winitean from Maryville, Dolores marched confidently
into her role as principal. Her first act with l®udents was to make them all clean the schoolludiryg the
bathrooms—which raised howls of protests from adstrators and parents alike, but she quickly eathed
respect of students and parents. They came to keowas a fair, at times stern, but always carmacppal
who was always on the side of the students.

Alonzo Weston writes about how Dolores was a nosease principal. There was something called
the “Gex handshake” that the dreaded; it was antB-iuler slap to the hand delivered when childvere dis-
obedient. Yet, even the ones who got a “Gex haaldstknew she cared for them. She kept track &inth
over the years and would show up at family funei@lisffer condolences and to offer praise at theacesses.
It is no wonder they continued to visit her into haeties. Despite the fears of most people dh bmles of
the racial divide, Dolores firmly and lovingly g@d Horace Mann—and therefore all of St. Joseph—thdo
age of integration. As we look back at how thingald have gone, we owe Dolores a great debt fipirige
the community to integrate without controversyragedy.

As we say goodbye to Dolores, may we learn frometxample and respond with courage and grace to
God's call to join the divine work of justice amal/e in our world.
