Camp. This past Sunday, we commissioned thisy/etaff and celebrated the beginning of anotherga®everal RFKC staff
members shared stories of their experiences. Herea few excerpts:

Sandy Hamlin, FCC member and camp director

It was one of the first three years; we had twahes who were twins and a sister. These kids Wwege; they were really very
large for being 10 and 11 years old. At mealsytiwould come back 5 or 6 times and they wouldegatything on their plates.
We were just absolutely amazed and by Friday, Haglycut down to two trays.

Now you might think two trays is a lot, but for #eekids, they really cut down and that was becausethe week they learned to
trust us. We discovered that those children hauh becked in a house in a rural area; | think isweir mother who did it. All the
doors and windows had been nailed shut and thesenére in that place for a week and could nobget So the food that they had
in the house was it, when it was gone, it was gd@meone discovered them and of course they dithgm out.

The social worker told us they had developed aingalisorder because this happened when they weaé# and as they grew up
whenever they had access to food they ate itffdlat occurrence demonstrated to us from the veginbéng that we do make a dif-
ference If we could get these kids to go fronn8 & plates of food to two because they trust asthey feel loved and cared for,
then we’ve done our job.
